As
in the past, the dance festival will be held at the WHITE WAVE’s John Ryan Theater located
at 25 Jay Street (at the DUMBO waterfront) in Brooklyn. There will also be a series of outdoor
dance performances on the expansive green lawn of Empire-Fulton Ferry State Park (on the
waterfront between the Manhattan and Brooklyn Bridges).

Application Guidelines

= A complete application includes a completed application form, DVD or videotape (cued to view for
5 minutes), and $40 application fee (per work).

= Each choreographer/company may submit up to two works for consideration (each work requires
a separate completed application form, cued videotape and $40 application fee).

. There is a non-refundable $40 application fee (checks and money orders only, made out to
WHITE WAVE).

. If you would like your DVD or videotape returned, you must include a self-addressed stamped
envelope (SASE).

. Length: Group pieces must be 10 minutes or less (including set-up and strike). Solos must be 7
minutes or less (including set-up and strike) NO EXCEPTIONS.

= Due to the festival format, production needs must be minimal.

. The application deadline is Monday, April 30, 2007. Hand-delivered applications must be at

WHITE WAVE (entrance on John St.) no later than 5:00 PM or mailed applications must be
postmarked by the deadline.

If you do
not have a tape of the work you propose to show, submit a performance-quality DVD or VHS-
formatted videotape of another work and please note on the application form that the videotaped
piece is not the proposed work. Do not submit promotional tapes.
